	The Christian family

Church as God’s family, Christian family, Baptism signs and symbols.

The children plan and take part in a baptism for a fictional baby so that they can experience first-hand the signs and symbols used and the biblical connections. The children will look at their families and special times they have shared together. They will identify that they are also part of the family of the Church and that Baptism is how we join the family of the Church. 
	Mary our Mother

The Christmas story from Mary’s perspective, choices, why Mary was chosen. The children will learn about Mary’s visit to her cousin Elizabeth and think about how they may help other people in their lives. 
The children will learn about the birth of Jesus and each take a section of the Christmas story to produce their own play script to perform in class.

	English links
	The term will begin with the first unit of the RWI scheme which spans three weeks and incorporates stories with a familiar setting and Information texts.  Alongside this our class reader will be Stig of the Dump. This book makes links to our History topic of The Stone Age. Once the RWI first unit is complete, the children will spend a week learning about persuasive letters and creating their own letter from Stig to Barney – the letter will be Stig persuading Barney to bring him five presents. The children will need to write from Stig’s point of view to persuade Barney why these objects are useful and why he needs them. 

As a class we will then look at the text The Stone Age Boy. Again this makes links to our History topic. The children will learn about poetry and create their own Stone Age poems.
The children will learn about Mary Anning and her life. They will write a biography recount based on what they learn about her.
	The term will begin with the third unit of the RWI scheme which spans three weeks and incorporates science fiction stories and discussion texts. 
Alongside this our class reader will be The Iron Man. This book makes links to our Science topic of Forces and Magnets. 

After the RWI unit is complete the children will learn about instruction texts and will create their own instructions as to how to build a robot (the children will be building their own robot in DT and their instructions will be based on this).

As a class we will move on to the text Traction Man which also ties in to our Science Topic. The children will re write this story from the point of view of Traction Man.
To finish off the term the children will write their very own Christmas Poems.

	Science
	Rocks
The children will be looking at classifying different rock types and developing a simple understanding of fossilisation. The children will become Rock Detectives and create their own pop-up Rock Museum in the class room, and will invite the school and parents to come and visit it once it is complete. They will learn about the three different types of rock and will have the chance to see and hold varying examples of rocks. They will learn about Mary Anning. They will also learn about the different types of soils and compare them during an experiment.
	Forces and Magnets
The children will be looking at the difference between some forces and magnetic forces – for example, some need contact between two objects but magnetic forces can act at a distance. The children will physically use magnets to observe how they can attract and repel each other, and how they can attract certain materials but not others. This will include grouping materials in to magnetic/non-magnetic. The children will be able to identify at the end of the topic what a pole on a magnet is and be able to describe magnets as having two poles. 

	Computing

	
	We are Presenters:
The children will gain skills in shooting live video; such as framing shots and holding the camera steady. They will learn to edit video and understand the qualities of effective video. The outcome of this topic will be one minute of edited video of children performing an activity, with narrated commentary.

	E-safety
	
	The children will learn about acting responsibly and respectfully when filming. We will discuss why schools have strict policies in regards to filming and discuss permissions when using content that has other people in it. We will talk about the implications of a film being available to view on the internet.

	History
	Stone Age-Iron Age
The children will be looking at changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age (links to Literacy via The Stone Age Boy and Science through Mary Anning and the study of rocks). The children will learn about the different historical periods from the Stone Age to the Iron Age – the Old, Middle, New, Bronze and Iron Age. This will include learning about homes, diet and dress to enable the children to understand the changes between each period.  The children will also learn about Skara Brae and Stone Henge. 
	

	Geography
	Looking at Europe
Children will develop their understanding of the variety of places, knowledge and cultures which make up Europe.  They will learn about the EU and exchange rates, as well as making comparisons as to where we live and where people live in Europe. The children will start to understand that each country in Europe has their own identity despite being part of ‘Europe’ or the ‘EU’.

	Explore work of Matisse to fit in with European Languages day:
· Explore the roles and purposes of artists working in different times and cultures.
Who was Matisse? What are his most famous pieces of work? The children will recreate ‘The Snail’.
	Colour mixing to create an Iron Man shadow picture:
· Draw for a sustained period of time at an appropriate level.
· Make marks  and lines with a wide range  of drawing implements e.g. charcoal, pencil, crayon, chalk pastels, pens etc.

· Experiment with different grades of pencil and other implements to draw different forms and shapes. 

· Begin to show an awareness of objects having a third dimension.
· Experiment with different grades of pencil and other implements to achieve variations in tone.

· Apply tone in a drawing in a simple way.
Sculpture in clay of The Iron Man:
· Join clay adequately and construct a simple base for extending and modelling other shapes.

	French names for rhythm. Notation, performing, singing within the shape of a melody. Exploring and investigating instrumental sound. Inventing a rhythm pattern.
